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CND Dec.7(XXIX). Termination of the exemption by the Government of Mexico of certain
preparations from various control measures of the 1971 Convention on
Psychotropic Substances

At its 899th meeting on 4 February 1981, the Commission on Narcotic Drugs, in accordance with article
3, paragraph 4, of the 1971 Convention on Psychotropic Substances, decided to terminate the exemption,
which had been approved by the Government of Mexico, of the following preparations from those
measures of control specified in the notification1l/ sent by the Government of Mexico to the Secretary-
General:

Almotracina "S", Dilacoran, Fenadrops, Sedadrops and Visparax.
