The Commission on Narcotic Drugs,

Bearing in mind the administrative and financial functions entrusted to it by the General Assembly in its
resolution 46/185 C, section XVI, paragraph 2, of 20 December 1991,

Having considered the report of the Executive Director of the United Nations International Drug Control
Programme containing the proposed final biennial programme budget for 1996-1997 and proposed initial
biennial programme budget for 1998-1999 for the Fund of the United Nations International Drug Control

Desiring to further the effective implementation of the international drug control conventions,
Underlining the importance of a balanced approach in the programme activities of the Fund,

1. Commends the Executive Director of the United Nations International Drug Control Programme for
introducing the new integrated programming approach;

2. Endorses the proposed programme strategy and policy of the Fund of the United Nations International
Drug Control Programme as outlined in paragraphs 16 to 21 of the report of the Executive Director
