Statement by Georgia
at the High Level Segment of the 52nd session of the Commission on Narcotic Drug
(11 - 12 March 2009)
Thank you Madam Chairperson,

First and foremost, the Georgian delegation would like to express its deep gratitude to You and the
members of the Commission for the contribution to the organization of this high-level segment as
part of the 52" Commission on Narcotic Drugs, and attest to our adherence to both the letter and
spirit of the Conventions on Narcotic Drugs of 1961, 1971 and 1988.

The delegation would like to draw your attention to the efforts that Georgia is making to solve the
problems caused by the trade and use of illegal drugs. The president of Georgia has recognized the
need to change drugs policy to be more humane towards people who suffer from drug dependence.
The changes over the past few years include: the broadening of prevention and treatment programs
— including opioid substitution treatment programs, including in prisons; and the increase in
government financing for prevention, treatment and harm reduction programs. These changes have
helped to establish Georgia as leader in the promotion of a scientifically based approach to the
treatment of drug use in the Caucasus region, and are incontrovertible proof of the readiness of the
government to lessen the negative effects of drug use on society, forming a more balanced approach
to drugs policy.

It should be pointed out that, due to its geographical location, Georgia is a tempting route for drug
trafficking. This is compounded by the fact that Georgia is currently in a state of war, and part of its
territory is under occupation and not subject to government’s control. This points to the need to
sustain EU and UN supported programs which have been operating in the Caucasus region for the
part six years. Due to such international programs, the actions of law-enforcement, customs and
other state bodies in the region have finally achieved a level of regulation. Georgia aligns with the
statement made by the Czech Republic on behalf of the EU.

Despite the positive results that Georgia has achieved over the past few years, we are concerned that
the number of drug users has not decreased, and more and more dangerous narcotic drugs are used,
including amphetamine stimulants. We are also worried by the extremely high levels of viral
hepatitis, HIV cases, overdoses, and the drug law offences. Despite the significant drop in crime in
the country achieved by the effective actions of law-enforcement structures, it remains difficult to
reduce supply of drugs and lower the amount of crime linked to illegal drug use. An indirect
consequence of the current drugs policy is the inadequate access to pain relief medication for
patients suffering from severe and chronic pain.

Accordingly, the need for a political declaration on drugs as discussed at the current session is
extremely pressing. We hope that the Political Declaration will take into account the positive
experience that Georgia has achieved in the areas of reducing demand for drugs and reducing the
flow of drugs from Georgia and other countries.



We think that in the text of the Declaration, insufficient attention is paid to harm reduction
strategies, which have shown their effectiveness at minimizing the medical and social consequences
of drug use. Harm reduction programs are a reality and these programs are in place in many
countries and work effectively. We strongly think that the international community should express
the support for this approach not only in the context of drug use but in the context of socially
significant blood borne diseases which should be reflected in the Declaration.

We also strongly believe that the text of the Declaration should include the sections related to the
access to legal narcotic medicines used in medical practices, as is guaranteed by the International
Convention on Drugs.

We would like to draw your attention to the following fact: we have reached the centenary of the
Shanghai Conference, and the current Convention of 1961 will soon be half a century old too.
During this time the world has changed in many fundamental ways, including in the area of drugs
policy. New types of drugs have appeared. There is no doubt that it is also time to develop a new
unified convention, in which all the international experience gained over the past 100 years will be
reflected.

Dear Madam Chairperson, colleagues, delegates - we would like once again to congratulate you all
on the work done and we hope that the next decade will be one of success for the international
community in controlling the trade and use of drugs.
