INFORMATION FOR PARTICIPANTS

Meeting venue

The eighteenth Meeting of Heads of National Drug Law Enforcement Agencies (HONLEA), Latin America and the Caribbean, will take place in the Hotel Plaza Juan Carlos, which is located in the Plaza San Martín Hotel District, Colonia Palmira, Tegucigalpa MDC, Honduras.

Transfers from and to the airport

The National Council against Drug Trafficking (CNCN) will provide transportation between the airport and the hotel. In order to ensure that the transfers of participants are properly coordinated, delegates are asked to complete the attached transfer request form (annex A), which should be sent to the contact person listed in the annex and copied to the United Nations at least two (2) weeks before the meeting. The Honduran authorities will assist with immigration and customs procedures. 

Registration

The registration of participants will take place in an office prepared for that purpose on Sunday,
12 October, from 5 p.m. to 7 p.m. and on Monday, 13 October, from 8.30 a.m., at the Salón de Reuniones, Plaza Juan Carlos.

It is recommended that participants arrive in Tegucigalpa MDC by Sunday 12 October.

Once they have registered, they will be issued with an identity badge, which they should carry with them at all times while in the hotels and the meeting room so that they can be easily identified and so as to ensure their security while on those premises.

Inaugural ceremony

The inaugural ceremony will take place on Monday, 13 October at 10 a.m., at the Salón de Reuniones, Plaza Juan Carlos.

General information

Situation 

Honduras is situated in Central America at 14°03′31″ N – 87°13′10″ W, bordering the Caribbean Sea and the Pacific Ocean. It lies at 990 metres above sea level and shares land borders with Guatemala,
El Salvador and Nicaragua. 

Time zone

The time zone in Honduras is GMT-6. 

Climate

The capital, Tegucigalpa, is surrounded by mountains and therefore maintains a temperature range of 20‑28°C, with a variable climate. Honduras is currently in its rainy season, its weather influenced by Atlantic Ocean and Caribbean Sea climate patterns. As a result of global warming, days are sunny and warm and the occasional rain showers tend to occur in the afternoon and early evening.

Currency

The currency in circulation in Honduras is the lempira, which can be exchanged for United States dollars and euros in banks.

Health information

All national or foreign travellers leaving or entering Honduras are required by the Ministry of Health to obtain an international certificate of vaccination against yellow fever, which is valid if the vaccination has been administered more than 10 days before departure from or entry into the country and is effective for no more than 10 years. 

The following is a list of countries whose nationals require the certificate:

Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador, Guyana, Paraguay, Peru, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago and Venezuela.

Security information

Participants will receive a folder containing information on security arrangements for the event. 

It is recommended that, on arrival, participants wait for the transportation provided and carry any valuables in their hand luggage.

Security guards and first-aiders will be present at all times throughout the event.

Electric current

Any electronic equipment should be compatible with the voltage in Honduras, which is 110 V, 60 Hz AC. Foreign electrical appliances that operate at 200-240 volts require power converters or adapters. 

Current situation regarding Toncontin International Airport

Tegucigalpa’s Toncontin Airport was previously restricted for flights of category C and D aircraft, but the central Government and airline managers reached an agreement to suspend those restrictions, as a result of which normal air operations have resumed at the airport. It is suggested that participants contact the airlines that they intend to use regarding flights, connections and connection times.

Visas

Visas are not required for nationals of the following countries: Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, El Salvador, France, Germany, Guatemala, Italy, Japan, Mexico, Netherlands, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Portugal, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Spain, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States of America, Uruguay and Venezuela.

Nationals of the following countries are required to apply for a visa from a consular office: Bolivia, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Grenada, Guyana, Jamaica, Peru and Suriname.*
Visa applications submitted by nationals of Cuba and Haiti are required to be sent to the authorities in Tegucigalpa for approval.
