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DISCLAIMER: The results from the questionnaire reflect the perception of the officers, and
they are not the results of specific investigations by UNODC or the PATROL partners
Freeland Foundation, TRAFFIC and UNEP. Any error or mistake in the interpretation of
these results cannot be directly attributed to an official position of any of the organizations

involved.
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Summary
This report summarizes the main findings of a training needs assessment survey carried out by

UNODC and its partners in Thailand between 17-21 December 2010. The survey was carried out
primarily to support implementation and monitoring of the UNODC supported ‘Partnership Against
Transnational Crime through Regional Organized Law Enforcement (PATROL)’ project.

Based on the answers of 68 law enforcement officers, the main survey findings from the borders

with

Cambodia and with Myanmar are the following:
Migrants smuggling and human trafficking in Thailand are linked first to male labour and
then to female sexual exploitation. The role of smugglers is crucial for irregular migrants;

Unlike the common perception of Thailand as a destination country for migrants smuggling
and human trafficking, the respondents highlighted a significant role also as a country of
transit and origin;

The problems above are particularly acute in Ranong, where there is also evidence of
wildlife and timber trafficking;

Cross border smuggling normally takes place between check points at unofficial crossings;
Synthetic drugs are perceived to be by far the most commonly trafficked drugs;

Among wildlife species, the most commonly smuggled ones are orchids (especially with
Cambodia) and pangolins (especially with Myanmar);

Movements of hazardous wastes and ozone depleting substances are not commonly
encountered at land crossings;

The most urgent training needs are identified in the area of Intelligence Collection and
Analysis, as well as Transnational Crime Investigation.




1. Introduction

1.1.Background and context - The PATROL Project

The PATROL Project aims to expand cross-border cooperation in the fight against
Transnational Organised Crimes (TOC). It specifically targets illicit cross-border movements
of drugs and precursor chemicals, human beings, migrants, wildlife, timber, Ozone Depleting
Substances (ODS), and hazardous waste.

UNODOC is leading the project implementation in cooperation with UNEP, TRAFFIC and
Freeland Foundation. The Project aims to strengthen cross-border cooperation through the
Border Liaison Office (BLO) mechanism which was first introduced in Thailand in 1999, as
part of the regional Memorandum of Understanding on Drug Control endorsed in 1993 by six
Countries of the Greater Mekong Subregion and UNODC.

Thailand is certainly one of the most significant contributors to the BLO mechanism, as
indicated by the fact that it is the country with the highest number of BLOs (18 in total),
spread across the borders with Myanmar (5), Lao PDR (8), and Cambodia (5). More than half
of these BLOs have been supported financially by Thailand, which has promoted bilateral
engagement both with Cambodia and with Lao PDR to open new offices, even without the
technical/financial support of the UNODC-led projects.

As the traditional mandate of the BLOs was linked to drug control, the focal point of the
project in Thailand for the first 11 years of implementation has been the Office of the
Narcotics Control Board (ONCB). Nevertheless, due to the expanding role that the BLOs are
proposed to provide under the current PATROL set-up the new temporary focal point has
been identified in the Department of Special Investigations (DSI) under the Ministry of
Justice.

The project is expected to receive full endorsement by the Government of Thailand during
the second quarter of 2011.

1.2.Objective of the survey
The objective of the survey is twofold:

- Toserve as a Training Needs Assessment (TNA): the survey generated information
on the level of awareness, training needs and knowledge gaps of BLO law
enforcement staff in the area of drugs and precursor chemicals, human trafficking,
migrant smuggling, Ozone Depleting Substances (ODS), wildlife and timber, and
dumping of hazardous waste. The results will be used to craft a customized training
programme and a country-specific package of technical assistance.

- To provide a baseline: the assessment of the current level of understanding and
capacities will form a baseline against which it will be possible to measure change
over time, and thus the effectiveness of project activities with respect to improved
knowledge/understanding and implementation capacity.

This report describes the main results of the survey that was conducted by the PATROL
team in Thailand between 17-19 December 2010 along the borders with Cambodia and with
Myanmar.




2. Methodology

The survey in Thailand was based on the use of a structured questionnaire distributed
among 68 enforcement officers from 10 BLOs, plus other provincial enforcement officers
linked to (but not directly attached to) a BLO (See Figure 1). Following the questionnaire a
Q&A session was utilized to clarify some aspects of the survey.

The structured questionnaire addressed 5 main themes, namely:

1) migrant smuggling and human trafficking,

2) drugs and precursor chemicals,

3) wildlife and timber trafficking,

4) smuggling of Ozone Depleting Substances (ODS) and hazardous waste,
5) operations, training, and integrity.

The survey form was designed in a self-completion format and used closed ended
questions (multiple-choice questions and Likert scale questions) as well as open ended
questions to evaluate the respondents’ knowledge® in each of the areas. The questionnaire was
translated into Thai. Each officer had to complete the standard questionnaire regardless of his
specific background and expertise, in order to assess their basic understanding or perception
in each of the four main TOC areas being surveyed. The complete list of questions and
answers is available at Annex I.

This questionnaires drew largely on the lessons learned and recommendations from the
surveys conducted in Cambodia on 24-28 May 2010 and in Viet Nam on 17-20 August 2010.

2.1.Basic statistics of the sample

In total 68 questionnaires were collected. Respondents came from 10 different BLOs or
from other provincial locations . Since some of the provincial representatives of ONCB are
responsible for the work of several BLOs, Figure 1 contains also the heading ‘Multiple

BLOs’.

The sample of officers was selected by the Department of Special Investigation (the
national focal point for the PATROL project) based on a list of relevant agencies provided by
UNODC. The aim was to have representatives from local authorities working within each of
the thematic areas covered by the PATROL project (e.g. SOM/TIP, drugs and precursors,
wildlife and Ozone Depleting Substances/Hazardous Waste). Representatives from 10
different departments — mostly working at border or provincial level — attended the two

workshops in Thailand.

The survey was conducted through two separate workshops:

- Chantaburi (17 December 2010): The workshop was attended by 30 representatives
from 3 enforcement officers linked to 5 BLOs? at the border between Thailand and

Cambodia;

- Chiang Rai (21 December 2010): The workshop was attended by 38 representatives
from enforcement officers linked to 5 BLOs® at the border between Thailand and

Myanmar.
The two events were carried out in the Thai language.

2.2.Limitations of the sample and method

Thailand shares 18 BLOs with Cambodia, Lao PDR and Myanmar. Due to resource
limitations it was not possible to cover all of them within this survey, therefore it was decided
to focus on the 10 BLOs at the borders with Cambodia and Myanmar. The main reason for
this choice is linked to the fact that the governments of Thailand, Cambodia and Myanmar
have either endorsed the PATROL project or have provided credible signs of interest in this
initiative, whereas the progress in the approval of the project in Lao PDR has been slow.
Therefore, it was decided to postpone the assessment survey in Lao PDR to a future date,
when the Government indicates its willingness to be part of this regional project.

Though the sample size (68
participants) is deemed to be
adequate for the purpose of this
survey, the uneven representation
from each BLOs and from the
agencies was not ideal. For instance
the representation from different
border areas ranged from 2 to 13
officers. Furthermore, 5 participants
could not be directly linked to the
actual work of the BLOs",

3. Major findings

This section provides a short overview of the major findings from the assessment in
Thailand, first by thematic area and then by geographic location. The complete survey results
are available at Annex I.

3.1.Selected findings by thematic area

Migrant smugaling and human trafficking

Understanding the differences between migrant smuggling and human trafficking is
crucial if frontline officers are to detect these crimes and to offer adequate assistance
to its victims.

The respondents to this survey demonstrated an appropriate level of understanding of
the difference between migrant smuggling and human trafficking and demonstrated
some capacity to recognize these crimes in different hypothetical scenarios. Half of the
respondents have previously dealt with cases of migrants smuggling, while only lout
of 5 respondents has had previous experience with cases of human trafficking.
However, as indicated below, the respondents have expressed a clear interest to
strengthen their understanding of these topics.

The participants perceived Thailand to be primarily a destination and/or transit country
for smuggled migrants and victims of trafficking. Some 27% of the respondents also
consider it to be a country of origin. This data seem to be at odds with results of other
studies that show Thailand to be an important country of origin of human trafficking
but not for migrant smuggling..

According to the respondents, most of the irregular migration takes place with the help
of smugglers (83%) and through unofficial crossings (67%). It is important to note that
in the case of Ranong (see Box X) — at the southern border with Myanmar — 40% of
the illegal migration is reported to occur by boat.

The most common form of human trafficking appears to be linked to male trafficking
for labour. This position seems to be stronger among the respondents working at the
border with Cambodia, while for those working at the border with Myanmar the
trafficking of women for sexual exploitation is considered to be quite common.

1 out of 3 respondents has never received any training in these areas, while the most
common training needs are related to: i) difference between migrants smuggling and
human trafficking, ii) related national legislations, and iii) identification of fraudulent
documents.

The Ranong case:

Compared to the other BLOs bordering Myanmar, the BLO in Ranong is not based in northern Thailand, but
rather in the south, along the most southern part of Myanmar, on the Andaman coast. Ranong is known as a
vibrant fishing and trading port with a mountainous and heavily forested province. It is a major gateway to and
from Myanmar but media and the local authorities often reported illegal movements of migrants and various
commodities.

The results of this survey reveals that among all of the officers interviewed so far from Cambodia, Viet Nam and
Thailand (nearly 240), those from Ranong are the only ones who identify the smuggling of migrants as the most
serious form of crime at the border. This evidence is reinforced by the fact that the second most serious crime is
considered to be human trafficking, together with what has been always reported as the most serious form of
border crime in the other locations where the survey was conducted, i.e. drug trafficking. Moreover, when
specifically asked whether they consider drug trafficking to be a more serious crime than other TOC threats,
46% of the respondents answered ‘No’ — an extremely high result if compared to the previous surveys.

All of the respondents (100%) report that illegal migration occurs with the active support of human smugglers.
The smuggling takes place by avoiding official checkpoints (50%) but also by boat (40%). More than in other
locations, respondents perceive Thailand to be not only a country of transit/destination for human trafficking and
migrants smuggling, but also a country of origin. More than in other locations, respondents from Ranong
highlight the incidence of male trafficking.

Based on direct interviews with the participants from Ranong it emerged that the forgery of travel documentation
is not a common method to circumvent migration policies. In fact, the issuance of 7-days entries for the
Provincial area is nearly unlimited and generally granted to any applicant. Thus, he main concern for the
immigration officers is how to avoid the over-stay of the regular migrants. It is important to notice that the
booming agricultural sector in the area generates a strong demand of labour.

The Thai Immigration Police meets its counterpart in Myanmar — the Military — twice a year, for coordination
purposes. This frequency does not seem sufficient to address such a significant flow of migrants.

A quite high percentage of respondents (62%) report to have encountered cases of wildlife or timber
trafficking®, while none has ever come across a case of ODS or waste smuggling. Contrary to the trafficking of
drugs, the smuggling of human beings, wildlife and timber seem to occur often by boat and, in most of the
cases, between check points. This can help explain why, compared to the national results, more respondent here
are convinced that having more boats would help them to detect criminal activities.

Interestingly, the incidence of cases of smuggling of tigers (or tiger parts) is perceived to be higher in this area
than anywhere else that the survey was conducted.

Drugs and precursors trafficking

Nearly 2 out of 3 respondents previously dealt with cases related to drug trafficking
(62%), but only half of them have ever dealt with cases of precursors chemicals used
for the manufacture of drugs (34%). Consequently, knowing the difference between
drugs and drug precursors is still an area of weakness for many respondents. The fact
that when asked to identify some precursors within a given list, 40% of the
respondents chose either methamphetamines, morphine, cocaine or cannabis,
underscores this point.

Concerning the manufacturing and trafficking of drugs, the picture that emerges from
the answers of the respondents is complex.

While Thailand is mainly considered to be a transit and/or destination country for
drugs, a significant 23% of the respondents think that Thailand is a producer of drugs.
Synthetic drugs are perceived to be by far the most commonly trafficked drugs.

It is important to note that the respondents from the border with Myanmar reported
higher incidence of opium and heroin cases compared to the respondents from the
border with Cambodia.

> In terms of wildlife smuggling the most commonly identified species are pangolins and orchids




In both areas, drugs appear to be smuggled mainly by human mules/couriers and
through unofficial checkpoints. In the case of the border with Myanmar drugs appear
to also be smuggled by hiding them in vehicles.

Only 11% of the respondents actually received formal training on precursor
identification. As a result 40% of the participants mistakenly chose
methamphetamines, morphine cocaine and cannabis when requested to identify some
drugs precursors within a given list (Question 2.2 in Annex ).

The vast majority of the respondents have previously received some training related to
drugs and drugs precursors, mainly in connection to national legislation (26%). Only 1
out of 4 respondents can correctly identify the article of the penal code that
distinguishes a criminal procedure from an administrative sanction.

Therefore, training on national legislation is identified as the most urgent need by the
respondents, followed by training on drug identification and search techniques.

Wildlife and timber trafficking

Nearly half of the respondents have come across cases of wildlife and/or timber
trafficking, although such cases seem to be observed only ‘rarely’. A significant
increase in the number of respondents who report to have encountered cases of
wildlife and/or timber trafficking was recorded in Ranong (see box above)




The most commonly smuggled species are pangolins — at the border with Myanmar,
especially around Mae Sai and Chiang Saen — and orchids — at the border with
Cambodia®.

When comparing the results of the answers given by the participants at the border with
Cambodia with the ones given by the participants at the border with Myanmar, the
latter seem to indicate a slightly higher incidence of trade in tigers and bears. A case in
point seems to be Mae Sai, where respondents seems to have observed movements of
tigers and/or bears with higher frequency compared to other respondents. In Mae Sali,
the trade of orchids is also perceived to be more common compared to neighbouring
areas.

More than 60% of the respondents identified the correct definition of CITES’ and 73%
of the respondents know that permits/certificates are required to trade wild animals
and plants. When detecting suspicious shipment containing wildlife, the vast majority
of the respondents would contact the relevant authority, which according to a relative
majority of the respondents (34%) is the National Park, Wildlife and Plant
Conservation Department.

Two thirds of the respondents think that permits/certificates are necessary to trade
timber but only 19% of them observe regular timber trade i.e. on a monthly or weekly
basis. The respondents did not identify one single authority as the relevant agency to
determine timber legality. In fact, in case of a suspicious shipment, they would contact
a combination of the Forest Protection Department (25%), the Ministry of
Environment (23%) and Customs (20%).

The most common way to smuggle both timber and wildlife across the border is
perceived to be through unofficial crossings between checkpoints

Finally, the three most urgent training needs in this area are related to: i) the detection
of smuggling and smuggling techniques, ii) wildlife identification and iii) CITES
implementation.

Trafficking in hazardous waste and Ozone Depleting Substances (ODS)

Participants in the survey report having a certain familiarity with both hazardous waste
and ODS. Although only one of the 68 respondents claim to have encountered cross-
border movements of hazardous waste and ODS, around 60% of the sample claims to
know what these substances are. Yet, further exploration into the precise knowledge of
potential ODS reveal that there are still some misconceptions to be addressed (e.g.
30% of those who claim to know what ODS are have mistakenly identified Carbon
Dioxide as an ODS).

Although more than 40% of the respondents are not aware of Thailand’s role in the
smuggling of wastes and ODS, a small majority of those who take an active position
on this issue think that Thailand is mainly a destination country (28-31%).

An area that clearly emerges as an important gap in the capacity of the officers to
interdict illicit movements of wastes and ODS is the area of international legislation

® The relevance of orchids trafficking is confirmed by the findings of the survey conducted in Cambodia — at the
border with Thailand — in May 2010
" The Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora
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and/or national regulations. In fact, approximately 80% of the respondents do not
know what the Basel Convention or the Montreal Protocol are. Furthermore 7 out of
10 respondents do not have access to copies of national legislation at their duty station
and never received any training in these areas. Hence, design and delivering curricula
on international treaties and national laws dealing with waste and ODS are regarded as
the most important training needs for the respondents.

Operations, training and integrity

This section of the survey was meant to highlight some aspects of the work of the
border officers which do not necessarily fall under any of the thematic areas discussed

above.

In particular it was interesting to notice
that 44% of the respondents have worked
in the current border station for less than 3
years.

Such frequent rotation of the staff may
have an impact on the capacity of the
border units to retain the benefits of
specific training programmes or more
generally to take advantage of the
cumulated knowledge of the environment
in terms of social networks, information-
gathering techniques and criminal patterns.

Among various factors that influence the
effectiveness of a BLO, the level of
communication with counterparts is
certainly one of the most important. One

indicator to help measure the level of communication for a BLO is represented by the
frequency of meetings that each office holds both with the counterparts across the
borders, and with the relevant local and national authorities.

What has emerged from the answers of the officers is that BLOs in Thailand do not
have a practice of conducting regular meetings at district, cross-border or national
level. In fact, the figures reporting the lack of regular meetings between BLOs and
cross-border counterparts (47%), provincial/district authorities (41%) and national
authorities (63%) is a matter of concern. These results partially clash with what
emerges from the interviews with senior BLO officers (See paragraph 3.2, refer to the
question: How often do you communicate with BLO agencies within and across the
border?) from which it would appear that meetings occur with regular and/or monthly
schedules. Further investigation in this regard is therefore necessary to achieve more
clarity.

In terms of the general TOC threats at the border, the participants perceive drugs
trafficking as the most significant threat followed by migrant smuggling and human
trafficking. These results are consistent, even when they are clustered according to the
geographic areas where the information was collected. However, it should be noted
that the relevance given to the second and third options is higher at the border with
Myanmar. In fact, as highlighted in the Ranong Case, an analysis at the level of single
BLOs can bring significantly different results (See Table 1 in the next page).

In order to work on a more effective response to criminal activities at borders,
especially with only limited resources available, it is important to identify common
trafficking paths. For this reason the participants were asked to identify where most
of the smuggling activities are taking place, for example among local border points,
international checkpoints or in the areas between border check points. With the
exception of the hazardous wastes and ODS, whose smuggling activities the
respondents do not seem to be particularly aware, it seems that most of the illegal
activities are conducted in the areas between check points (See Table 2). International
check-points — where most of the licit movements of goods and people normally occur
— seem to be more prone to risks of migrants smuggling. Conversely, local check-
points — which often are small stations equipped to monitor the transit of small flows —
are more prone to risks of wildlife and timber smuggling.

The table above seems to indicate a clear request for training activities on “Intelligence
collection and analysis’, as well as on ‘Transnational investigation techniques’. On the
other hand, training courses on “Field border patrolling’ seem to be regarded as a
lower priority. Respondents also confirmed that many of them have been exposed to
computer-based training courses (approximately 36%) but more courses are required.
The most likely reason for this being that each BLO is equipped to run Computer-
based Training (CBT) Programmes, but at the same time it indicates that equipment is
not utilized to its full potential.

As a further indication of the needs reported in Table 2, when requested to identify the
most useful equipment to conduct their daily activities on crime-detection, the first 3
items chosen by the respondents were: 1) Intelligence database, 2) lllegal Item
Identification Manuals, and 3) Procedure Manuals on encountering illegal activities.®

The answers above suggest that in ambiguous situations, the officers’ discretion may
often prevail over the rules and regulations derived from the Law. In particular, 48%
of the respondents think that Officer JK would stop Mr. Y and therefore apply the law
strictly. Conversely, a significant part of the sample think that Officer JK would either
let him pass (25%), or he should apply some degree of diligence (an inspection on the
vehicle) and a large extent of subjectivity before deciding whether or not let him pass
(27%).

In the follow-up question, where the respondents were asked to choose how they
would react if Officer JK decided to let Mr. Y pass, 52% of them said that they would
not support such decision, while a further 15% claimed that they would report Officer
JK to the supervisor.

Finally, 8 out of 10 participants are not aware on any regulation on receiving
presents/gifts at the border and 90% of them never received any training for this kind
of situation.

3.2.Q&A Sessions

Following the usual practice of the PATROL surveys, after the completion of the
questionnaire, the PATROL team interviewed some selected participants in order to gather a
deeper insight on the work and the challenges of the BLO mechanism. Selected participants
are usually heads of BLOs or senior officials that have contributed to the development of the
BLO mechanism in their respective duty stations.

Question 1: Do you think that in the past 10 years the BLO mechanism has contributed
to strengthen border security?

In general all of the interviewed participants agree that the BLO mechanism has
contributed significantly to foster a culture of cooperation among enforcement
agencies within and across borders. It is a mechanism that presents the necessary
flexibility to adapt to the local contexts: for instance in areas where cooperation
among law enforcement agencies was not previously developed, it helped to bring
regularity to the meetings and added an official dimension to such gatherings.
Additionally, in areas where official meetings between enforcement agencies were
already taking place, it fostered a more informal relationship among officials of
different agencies and/or countries.

The BLO mechanism also produced some unanticipated results. Officers from BLOs
are at times contacted by local communities to oversee the communications between
villages on both sides of the border that are aimed at addressing specific petty crimes
such as vehicle theft. This is the case at the Thai/Myanmar border. In other cases
enforcement officers support citizens from one country to access health facilities in
another country. This is also the case at the Thai/Cambodia border.

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Question 2: What are the main limitations of the BLO mechanism?

Several constraints were identified by the respondents. A summary of the main constraints —
in no particular order — is provided below:

Officers working at BLOs have accepted this assignment on top of their regular jobs.
They often do not have any specific incentives to undertake this *additional’ work and
they are not provided with budget to conduct operational activities;

Staff at the BLO should be more specialized in areas such as intelligence,
administration, cooperation and security;

The high rotation of staff at the border is not based on real competencies. Frequently,
officers with sound knowledge of the communities and a deep relationship with
enforcement colleagues are replaced by inexperienced officers;

Equipment such as computers, vehicles, radios are often old and/or broken and
computer-based training requires refreshment of its modules to follow the evolution of
crime; and

According to the survey participants there was a limited willingness to cooperate from
the side of the neighbouring countries: in Cambodia, the Border Army does not seem
particularly interested to boost further cooperation; in Myanmar, the BLO counterparts
seem to lack sufficient decision making authority to respond in a timely manner.

What do you think of the expansion of the BLO mandate to other forms of TOC beyond
the area of drugs?

Unanimously the respondents have welcomed the idea to tackle other border crimes,
starting from the irregular movement of people and finishing with the smuggling of
environmental commodities.

Nevertheless, the various officers highlighted that this expansion requires also a
parallel work of consolidation of the basic structure of the BLOs. Some of the
constraints mentioned above need to be addressed.

Due to the current funding constraints, some officers have suggested that the new
PATROL training packages on TOC should be tailored on the specific needs of each
region. For instance, a hot-spot for drug trafficking should first of all receive
specialized training on drug trafficking

It was also suggested that training programmes should be delivered to BLO pairs, i.e.
to officers on both sides of the border.

How often do you communicate with BLO agencies within and across the border?

Respondents from both border areas report regular monthly meetings at district and
provincial level with other BLO agencies. Meetings with counterparts from the
neighbouring countries take place quite often, whenever the need arises. Yet, it should
be taken into consideration that enforcement agencies within and across the border do
meet at certain intervals as a physiological function of the operational work. Therefore
it is difficult to determine whether some meetings can be attributed to the effect of the
BLO mechanism or to the normal and regular functioning of the law enforcement.

Most of the meetings with counterparts from Cambodia and Myanmar are financially
supported by Thailand, even when such meetings take place in Cambodia or
Myanmar. More recently, due to political instability in Myanmar and the flow of
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migrants towards Thailand, the visits from officer coming from Myanmar to Thailand
have become less frequent.

How can PATROL contribute to the work of the BLO?

e PATROL should bring the work of the BLOs to the attention of the central authorities
and solicit further support (staff and budget). Moreover, the PATROL project should
provide training programmes and equipment.

Which other agencies would you suggest to include in the BLO mechanism?

e The most important agencies to include for the future success of the BLOs are the
Military, the Navy/Marines and the Border Patrol Police.

e At the same time, it is recommended to seek synergies with the Thai Border
Committees.
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4. Lessons learned and recommendations for future surveys

After careful evaluation of the recommendation from previous surveys conducted in
Cambodia and Viet Nam, and based on the results of the survey in Thailand, some
adjustments are recommended for future surveys in other countries:

LESSONS LEARNED

= The overall quality of the questionnaires, the translation and the layout have been well
received by the participants; only some minor suggestions have been made by the
participants concerning the language of some questions;

= Few participants expressed some discomfort in answering questions related to areas in
which they are not directly involved,;

= The composition of the sample is crucial to design reliable baselines which will allow
comparisons over time.

RECOMMENDATIONS

= The purpose and the spirit of the survey should always be clearly spelled out before the
questionnaires are distributed; and

= Some prescriptive criteria should be drawn and shared with government counterparts
before the selection of the participants to the survey. For example it must be ensured that
all targeted BLOs are evenly represented and that a minimum number of relevant agencies
are involved in the survey.
