
 
 

BI-ANNUAL SEIZURE REPORT 2007/2 
 
 Summary of individual significant seizures of narcotic drugs and psychotropic  
 substances, as reported by Governments 
 
 covering the period  

 1 July  -  31 December 2007 
 

and including  updates to the 
  Bi-Annual Seizure Reports 2006/1, 2006/2, 2007/1  
 (this report includes data as received by 20 May 2008) 
 
 

This report contains data on significant drug seizure cases which have been reported by Governments to 
the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) for the period 1 July to 31 December 2007.  Updated 
information on seizure cases for the period 1 January  2006 to  30 June 2007 are also included here. 

 
The information is presented per seizure case and contains details, as reported, on the type of drug, place 

and date of seizure,  quantity seized, origin and destination of drug seized, means of transportation and the number 
and nationality of traffickers.  An analysis of this data is included in the regional drug trafficking trend reports and 
other statistical documents prepared by UNODC. 

 
It is anticipated that the information presented here will assist the concerned national authorities to 

determine the manner in which countermeasures may most effectively be applied.  
 

 The seizure data are provided to UNODC by States, in accordance with the provisions of article 18.1 (c) 
of the Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs, 1961, and article 16.3 of the Convention on Psychotropic Substances 
1971.  The international drug control treaties require States parties to furnish - in addition to information contained 
in the annual reports on the working of the treaties - reports of cases of illicit drug traffic which are important 
because of the light thrown on the sources from which drugs are obtained, the quantities involved, the methods 
employed by illicit traffickers or, in the case of the Convention on Psychotropic Substances, because of new 
trends. 
 
 All Governments are invited to furnish reports on significant drug seizure cases to UNODC. 

 
This issue of the Bi-annual Seizure Report also contains a Guidance Note for Reporting of Significant 

Drug Seizures.  This guidance note has been prepared to facilitate and standardize the reporting of significant drug 
seizures by Governments.  However, seizure reports received in any other format will also be taken into account.

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Threshold definition of  ‘significant’ quantities 
 
The defined thresholds of  ‘significant’ quantities per drug, as used in the UNODC 
database are as follows: 
 
       Opium, cannabis herb, cannabis resin and cannabis plants:     1 kilogram and above 
      Heroin, morphine, cocaine:                                                       100 grams and above 
      Psychotropic substances:                                                           100 grams and above
