The Secretary-General of the United Nations presents his compliments [to the Permanent Representative of (...) to the United Nations (Vienna)] and has the honour to draw the attention of the Government to resolutions 1/1 and 2/1 of the Conference of the States Parties to the United Nations Convention against Corruption, on “Review of implementation”.  

In its resolutions 1/1 and 2/1, the Conference of the States Parties agreed on the necessity of establishing an appropriate and effective mechanism to assist in the review of the implementation of the Convention and that the mechanism should have a range of characteristics and reflect a series of principles.

The Secretary-General wishes to recall notes CU 2008/39 of 29 April 2008 and CU 2008/51 of 2 June 2008, requesting States parties and signatory States to submit proposals for the terms of reference of the mechanism for consideration by the Open-ended Intergovernmental Working Group on Review of the Implementation of the United Nations Convention against Corruption, which will convene a meeting in Vienna, Austria, from 22 to 24 September 2008. 

In order to facilitate the exchange of views and encourage discussions on proposals submitted by States as well as to enable the Secretariat to consolidate the proposals for the deliberations of the next meeting of the Working Group, the Government is cordially invited to participate in Informal Consultations on Proposals for the Terms of Reference on the UNCAC Review Mechanism, which will be held in Vienna, Austria, on 28 and 29 August 2008. The informal consultations will be conducted in English only.
