BACKGROUND:
UNODC’s mission is to contribute to the achievement of security and justice for all by making the world safer from crime, drugs and terrorism. 

As the custodian of the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime and the Protocols thereto, UNODC has as a mandate to promote implementation of the Convention and to facilitate the exchange of information among States Parties on patterns and trends in transnational organized crime and on successful practices for combating it. 
In particular, UNODC seeks to enhance international judicial cooperation in criminal matters through the organization of expert group meetings, the delivery of capacity-building trainings and the provision of tools and manuals. It is also supporting the establishment of networks of central authorities and prosecutors in various regions of the world.
RESPONSIBILITIES:
UNODC is currently seeking expressions of interest from practitioners with substantive experience in international judicial cooperation for the purpose of creating a roster of experts who could act as trainers or facilitators in the context of regional and national capacity-building trainings around the world. Experts could also be involved in the delivery of legal advisory services as required. These would be short-term assignments, agreed upon an ad-hoc basis.
QUALIFICATIONS:
An advanced university degree (Master’s degree or equivalent) in law is required. A first-level university degree in a related field in combination with additional years of qualifying experience may be accepted in lieu of the advanced university degree.
A minimum of seven years of relevant work experience in a relevant legal field, as well as practical experience in international cooperation in criminal matters is required. Experience in public speaking and the delivery of training is desirable. Familiarity with related substantive areas, such as rule of law, corruption, trans-national organized crime, drug trafficking, human trafficking, firearms trafficking, money-laundering and criminal justice reform, is desirable. Experience in revising and drafting national legislation, in particular related to United Nations crime, drugs and terrorism conventions is an advantage.

English and French are the working languages of the United Nations Secretariat. For the position advertised, fluency in English is required, and the knowledge of any other official language of the United Nations (Arabic, Chinese, French, Russian, Spanish) is an asset.
