· Implement quantitative and qualitative tools and analyse data;
· Triangulate data and test rival explanations;
· Ensure that all aspects of the terms of reference are fulfilled;

· Draft and produce an evaluation report in line with UNODC evaluation policy;
· Present the findings and recommendations of the evaluation to relevant stakeholders
