BACKGROUND AND RESPONSIBILITIES:
The United Nations Office for Outer Space Affairs (OOSA) is responsible for promoting international cooperation on the peaceful uses of outer space. OOSA implements the Human Space Technology Initiative (HSTI) within the framework of the United Nations Programme on Space Applications (PSA), conducting the Zero-Gravity Instrument Project (ZGIP) in which experimental instruments called clinostats are distributed world-wide to carry out capacity-building programmes in microgravity education and research.
Under the supervision of the Expert on Space Applications, Chief, Space Applications Section, the consultant will assist in the implementation of PSA activities, report drafting, and dissemination of the results. This will include in particular the following activities:

· Consolidating the experimental reports provided by the institutions participating in the first cycle of ZGIP and draft the final report.

· Providing guidance on the scientific activities of the institutions participating in the first cycle of ZGIP and provide technical advice to the institutions participating in the second cycle of ZGIP.
· Carrying out experimental activities with plant seeds and micro-organisms using the clinostats provided by the Office for Outer Space Affairs.

· Defining the goals of future experimental activities of ZGIP and developing the experimental plan and a collaboration strategy with external research institutions.
QUALIFICATIONS:
An advanced degree in biology. Three years of experience in astrobiology and/or bioengineering fields. The applicant should have practical experience in carrying out biological research, specifically, conducting experiments using clinostats with plant seeds and/or micro-organisms. Experience is highly desirable in drafting scientific and technical documents as well as in teaching. Experience is required in preparing, editing, and orally presenting technical, scientific, and programme reports in English.
