BACKGROUND AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

The United Nations Convention against Corruption (hereinafter UNCAC) is the most comprehensive international legally-binding instrument to prevent and fight corruption. It contains innovative provisions in the areas of prevention; criminalization and law enforcement; international cooperation; and asset recovery. The highest priorities as defined by the Conference of the States Parties to UNCAC, the body established by the Convention in accordance with its article 63 to promote its implementation, are review of implementation, prevention, technical assistance and asset recovery. To achieve these objectives, UNODC carries out a host of global and country-focused activities. Among them is the development and maintenance of the web-based portal known as Tools and Resources for Anti-corruption Knowledge (TRACK), which was publicly launched by UNODC on 1 September 2011, at http://www.track.unodc.org. TRACK contains legislation and jurisprudence relevant to UNCAC from over 175 States. This component of TRACK is known as the UNCAC Legal Library. As implementation of UNCAC is ongoing in many countries, laws are often amended or newly introduced, so revisiting the jurisdictions already covered is equally essential. 

The aim of this contract is to crosscheck existing legal data in the Legal Library against the information collected through the comprehensive software-based self-assessment checklist, the tool mandated by the Conference of the States Parties to UNCAC to collect information on States’ normative and institutional efforts to implement the Convention. 

The consultant will be expected to:

· Crosscheck legal data in the Legal Library and in the corresponding spreadsheets against information collected by UNODC through the comprehensive self-assessment checklist and validated in the review reports for these countries (provided by UNODC). 

· Update the spreadsheets provided by UNODC in order to ensure the alignment of the databases of the UNCAC Legal Library with the review reports.  

· Provide weekly oral progress reports together with a submission of specific deliverables to be agreed with UNODC upon signing of the contract.

· Upon completion of the assignment, prepare a final report summarizing the achievements.

.QUALIFICATIONS:
· University degree in law. Advanced university degree in such fields as international and criminal law is an advantage. 

· Minimum of 3 years of relevant professional legal experience.

· Knowledge of crime prevention and criminal justice issues; knowledge of and experience in anti-corruption and asset recovery analysis and issues, particularly related to the United Nations Convention against Corruption and its Conference of the States Parties. 

· Familiarity with computer-based applications, on-line legal search engines and methodologies, survey tools and statistical functions to gather and analyze information. 

· Excellent communication skills, both written and oral. 

· Full command of English as well as of French and/or Spanish is required.
