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The project aims to provide greater assistance to trafficking victims in
close coordination with the Alliance Against Trafficking and Sexual
Exploitation of Children (ATSEC) and other organizations working for
trafficking victims. It will draw support from the expertise it has
gained from executing victim support and anti-trafficking projects
around the world. Concentrating on trafficking victims, the project will
devise innovative strategies in partnership with, as well as provide
institutional and capacity-building support to NGOs, keeping the best
interests of the victim in mind. Most importantly, the project will seek,
through advocacy, an increase in both the importance placed on and
the commitment of resources to the areas of victim witness protection
and victim care and support.
