e. Only one representative per organization can apply. UNODC will sponsor his/her participation. Exceptions will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
Only Civil Society Organizations can apply. CSOs are defined as not-for-profit organizations including Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs), community groups, trade unions, indigenous groups, charitable organizations, faith-based organizations, professional associations and foundations. Businesses are not included in this category.
