v"Increased use of stimulant drugs

v" Decrease of prevalence of injecting drug use
v" Concentrated epidemic:

v’ General population: 0.6%
v PWUD: 5.9 %

v Persistence of stigma and prejudice towards people who
use drugs which creates barriers to health services and
health actions;

v The STD / HIV among people who use drugs shall be

more related to the practice of unprotected sex than by
sharing syringes.
